Testing Group conducts  English Language Tests for the Military and Civilian Personnel of the Ministry of Defence  and Armed Forces of Georgia. The following tests are carried out:

1. STANAG 6001 tests upon specific requests ( participation in different missions, NATO appointments, participation in long term courses offered by partner nations, etc.).

2. ALCPT as placement, midterm and  final test  for the Language Training School. As screening prior to STANAG 6001  tests.

3. Placement tests (consisting of written part and oral interview) for the candidates nominated for different courses abroad.

4. ECL conducted by ODC-for IMET candidates.
