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Language Courses
Three foreign languages (English, French and Dari) are taught on a permanent basis to military personnel and civil servants of the defense system of the Republic of Latvia. Other languages (Arabic, Swedish, Norwegian, Danish, Polish, Czech and others) were taught when it was requested.

The 12-week Intensive English Language Training (ELT) courses are conducted at the National Armed Forces (NAF) Language School’s (LS) Training Sections (TS). Intensive courses are provided in three training semesters:
- LEVEL 1.1. Course (ALCPT 0 - 30, intensive 12 weeks / 480 hrs);

- LEVEL 1.2. Course (ALCPT 30 - 50, intensive 12 weeks / 480 hrs);

- LEVEL 2.1. Course (ALCPT 45 - 65, intensive 12 weeks / 480 hrs).

- LEVEL 2.2. Course (ALCPT 55 - 75, intensive 12 weeks / 480 hrs);

- LEVEL 3.1. Course (ALCPT 75 - 85, intensive 12 weeks / 480 hrs);

- LEVEL 3.2. Course (Conducted as Specialized English for BALTDEFCOL candidates, intensive 12 weeks / 480 hrs).

In 2011, it is planned to start intensive French course in August (12 weeks / 480 hrs).
Non-intensive Persian Dari language training (20 weeks / 360 hrs) course takes place at the NAF LS Ādaži TS. There are also several groups of civil servants who complete non-intensive ELT and French Language Training (FLT) at the MoD every year.

The intensive ELT programs of the NAF Language School have been nationally accredited; the accreditation is valid till 2014. The intensive Persian Dari language program of the NAF Language School has been nationally accredited; the accreditation is valid till 2015.

Number of Graduates
In general, each year there are approximately:

· 360 (intensive courses) and 60 (non-intensive) graduates in ELT;

· 20 graduates in French Language Training (non-intensive course);
· 20 graduates in Persian Dari Language Training (non-intensive course).

New Material Development
All teachers at NAF LS participate in materials development.
TEST DEVELOPMENT
There is a NATO STANAG 6001 Testing Team (currently 5 full time employees) operating under the NAF LS that develops and administers both achievement tests for the graduates of the NAF LS and the bi-level (levels 2&3) NATO STANAG 6001 proficiency test in English. 

Candidates for the STANAG 6001 tests are selected by the NAF JHQ Personnel (J-1) Department from the entire defense system. The ALCPT is used as a screening test, where a score of 70 or above is required for admission to the STANAG 6001 English test. 

On the basis of the bilateral agreement between the MoD of the Republic of Latvia and the MoD of the Republic of Estonia, bi-level NATO STANAG 6001 listening and reading tests are developed by the testing teams of both countries, aiming at increasing the validity, reliability, and practicality of the tests. The above mentioned agreement also has a provision that allows test candidates to be assessed in the other country upon special request.

Special Projects
IMET/fmf

All LS Training Sections have US language laboratory systems with audio-video capability. In Riga Training Section, there are two computerized language training laboratories (one with 10 and the other with 12 workstations) and three audio-video language training laboratories (two with 10 workstations and one with 30). Alūksne training section is equipped with computerized language training laboratory (15 workstations); Liepāja is equipped with a computerized language training laboratory (10 workstations); it is planned to install one more computerized language training laboratory in Rīga Training Section in June 2011.
Foreign language programs in Latvia are continuously supported by the United States of America (within the framework of IMET Program) and until the end of 2008 by Canada (within the framework of Military Training Assistance Program – MTAP). Several English and French Courses, as well as, Teacher Training Courses abroad were funded for Latvian military and civil servants. Recently, foreign financial assistance has been reduced. 
bilateral agreement with the ministry of interior

NAF cooperates with the Ministry of Interior and Riga City Council on ELT for Latvian Border Guard, State Fire and Rescue Service personnel. In 2010, there were 28 Border Guards, 32 State Fire and Rescue Service employees trained at the NAF Language School. Currently NAF Language School ensures language training for Security Police and Riga Municipal Police personnel. 
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
