	1. TRAINING MANDATE:

The Norwegian Defence University College holds the professional authority for the teaching of English in the Norwegian Armed Forces.

The Norwegian Defence Intelligence and Security School holds the professional authority for the teaching of other languages, such as Pashto, Dari, Russian and Arabic.

The Norwegian Defence University College of Engineering, the Royal Norwegian Air Force Academy, the Norwegian Military Academy, and the Royal Norwegian Naval Academy all teach English at advanced level, but number of lessons and credits per course will vary between the different institutions. 

The Norwegian Defence University College of Engineering teaches English and Intercultural Communication. There is one English-course per year. Number of lessons and credits received are to be increased, starting in 2014. The college has one language teacher (English) and 30 to 40 students each year.  
At the Royal Norwegian Air Force Academy, cadets are being taught Basic Military English in their first year. The second and third year, English is an integrated part of different modules (three in total). The graduating class is tested each year, and statistics show that they score 3-3-3-3 on average on their SLPs. The academy has three language teachers (English) and 94 cadets. They produce language-teaching materials in-house. 

The Norwegian Military Academy is currently in the process of reorganizing its modules and courses. For now, English is being taught throughout the three years the cadets spend at the academy, which means that 250 cadets receive English tuition each year. The school has six language teachers (English), and language-teaching materials are produced in-house. 
The Royal Norwegian Naval Academy teaches Military Naval English, and integrates the language in functional training. The academy has three language teachers (English) and 80 cadets. Some language-teaching materials are produced in-house.


	2. TESTING MANDATE:

The Norwegian Defence University College is responsible for coordinating the testing of STANAG 6001/English in the Norwegian Armed Forces (in-house capabilities). 
The Norwegian Defence Intelligence and Security School is responsible for the testing of STANAG 6001/other languages (contract capabilities). 
Where the testing of STANAG 6001/English is concerned, there is one qualified tester at the Norwegian Defence University College, one at the Royal Norwegian Naval Academy and one at the Royal Norwegian Air Force Academy – three in total. Three retired testers help out.


	3. STANDARDS USED (IN ADDITION TO STANAG 6001):

Grades A to F. Students at the Royal Norwegian Air Force Academy, the Norwegian Military Academy, the Royal Norwegian Naval Academy and the Norwegian Defence University College of Engineering, graduate holding a Bachelor’s degree in Military Studies. 



	4. COURSES OPEN TO OTHER NATIONS:
None. 


	5. RESOURCES AVAILABLE TO REQUESTING NATIONS:

Norwegian Defence University College of Engineering: None at present.

Air Force Academy: One qualified tester, who is also a teacher at the Academy.
Military Academy: None at present, but the development of new courses holds potential.

Naval Academy: One qualified tester, who is also a teacher at the Academy.


	6. RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES:

At the Air Force Academy, one of the teachers has used his R&D time to become a qualified tester of STANAG 6001. Another is currently working on his Ph.D. within the field of French War Literature. 
At the Military Academy, R&D time is spent on producing language-teaching materials, but no such materials have been published.

At the Naval Academy, one of the teachers has used her R&D time to become a qualified tester of STANAG 6001. Another teacher is currently working on an article on language learner autonomy.
